Grey Arrow Buttons – Left/Right Scroll

Green Button – Set/Read Key

GENERAL FEATURES:

Memory Capacity

Private / Group message area

· Three types of alert can be selected by the user: sound / melody, vibrate and silent (no sound, no vibrating).

· Sound alert of groups address is fixed at only one periodic beep sound.

· The duration of alert can be selected by the user: 4 / 8 / 12 / 16 / 20 second.

· Message can store up to 6626 alphanumeric characters.

· Up to 13306 alphanumeric characters can be stored in this area.

· Up to 80 messages can be stored

· Up to 40 messages or 6626 alphanumeric characters can be protected.

· One message / all message delete

Public message area

· Three types of alert can be selected by the user: tone / melody, vibrator and silent (no sound, no vibrating).

· The duration of alert can be selected by the user: 4 / 8 / 12 / 16 / 20 second.

· One message / all message delete.

· Two modes of operation can be selected by external programming (EEPROM) by the operator: Overwrite mode & sequential mode. Please consult your operator which mode is set.

Overwrite mode:

· At this mode, message will be replaced by new incoming message with the same address and the same type.

· Maximum of 24 messages (6 public address) can be stored in this mode.

Sequential mode:

· At this mode, the oldest message will be replaced by the new incoming message.

· Maximum of 40 messages can be stored in this mode.

· Message can store up to 9044 alphanumeric characters.

· Up to 9044 alphanumeric characters can be stored in this area.

Data Bank

· Any message in the private / group / public area can be copied to the data bank area.

· Message can store up to 2038 alphanumeric characters.

· Up to 2038 alphanumeric characters can be stored in this area,

· Up to 33 messages can be stored in this area.

· One message / all message delete.

Schedule

· Any message in the private / group / public area can be copied to the schedule area, and time of alert can be set by the user.

· Message can store up to 1046 alphanumeric characters.

· Up to 1046 alphanumeric can be stored in this area.

· Up to 17 messages can be stored in this area.

· One message / all message delete.

Index Screen with message preview feature

Daily alarm

· Five Daily alarms can be set by the user.

· Alert of each daily alarm can be set by the user: tone / melody or vibrator

· Duration of alert is fixed at 30 seconds.

Auto On / Off

· Auto on / off’s time can be set by the user.

Unread Alert

· Message unread alert at 2 minutes interval. This function can be displayed by external programming.

Secret password protection for public and private areas

· User can set own password to keep messages confidential.

Memory backup

· Data memory can be retained at least 2 minutes after battery is removed and real clock can be unkept during memory back up.

Battery low alert

· When the battery becomes weak, battery low alert 7 icon will be activated. Battery low icon will disappear after fresh battery is replaced.

Standby screen

· Standby screen includes real time clock with the day of the week, daily alarm icon, Auto on / off icon, private unread icon, public unread icon, secret icon, and auto silence icon,

Auto silence

· Auto silence’s time can be set by the user.

Message error handling

· Error message will be displayed in inverse video, or displayed “Call back station” if private message is received with error detected but cannot be corrected.

Speed of Auto-Scroll message

· 13 levels of auto-scroll speed can be selected by the user.

Duplicate message

· Duplicate user message will be automatically screened out with time stamp update.

Contrast

· 13 levels of contrast can be selected by the user

Word wrap

· Automatic word wrapping (no broken word at the end of each line) for message display.

Multiple date format

· Three kinds of date can be selected by the user: D/M/Y, M/D/Y, & Y/M/D.

Big / Small font

· Big font: 15 characters x 2 lines or small font: 20 characters x 4 lines can be selected by the user. (Depends on language, please consult your paging operator).

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Power on/off

· Power on

· Press the red menu key until the screen reads “POWER ON”

· Press the green set/read key to confirm

· Power off

· Press the red menu key & scroll over to the last icon on the second row (circle with two squiggle lines at the top)

· Press green set/read key to read & then press green button again to confirm.

Receiving messages

· When a new message in received, the user will be notified by alert tone or vibration or in silent condition.

Private message

· A private message icon will appear on the standby screen. (The icon will not disappear until the message is read.)

· Press the green button to read message.

Public message

· A public message icon will appear on the stand by screen (The icon will not disappear until the message is read.)

· Press the green button to read message.

Message management

A. Read message

· Press arrow keys to enter the message counter list or press green button direct to read the first message.

· Press arrow keys or green button to read messages.

· Press arrow keys and hold to scroll all messages in fast motion.

B. Auto-Scroll function Private message
· The user is allowed to select 13 level speed for scrolling the messages.

· Press red menu button for icon screen

· Press arrow keys to select the private icon and press the green button to engage.

· Press arrow keys to select the speed and press and press green button to confirm.

C. Message counter list
· Press arrow keys to activate the message counter list menu.

· Press arrow keys to select the particular message and press green button to read it.

· Note: the list also appears at the end of message. The message counter list is also available in the public message file, Data bank and scheduling.

D. Message attribute & time stamp
· Repeat (Double boxes) or Mail drop (envelop)

E. Delete a single message while reading the message
· Press the red button

· Press the left arrow key once to select the single message delete icon, press the green button to show “DELETE”

· Press the red button again to confirm.

* Note: In any case, if you press a wrong button or want to abandon the task, press the red button key to return to the standby screen.

F. Delete all messages
· Press red button or green button to enter the message screen.

· Press the red button the then the left arrow button to select the delete all the messages, press the green key to display “DELETE ALL?”.

· Press the green key to confirm.

G. Protect message
· Press the arrow keys or the green button to select a message.

· Press the red button and then press the left arrow key to select the protected message icon.

· Press the green button to confirm.

* Note: Total 40 messages or 6626 alphanumeric can be protected. 

H. Unprotected message
· Press the arrow keys or the green key to select a protected message.

· Press the red button then the left arrow key to select the unprotected message icon.

· Press the green button to confirm.

I. Message copy to schedule file
· Press arrow keys or the green button to select a message.

· Press the red button then the left arrow to select the schedule icon.

· Press the green button to show “COPY”.

· Press the green button again to copy the message to the schedule file.

· Press the arrow keys to set the time & date of schedule

· Press the green button to confirm each input.

· Repeat the setting steps until the setting is completed and “CONFIRM” shown.

J. Message copy to Data Bank file
· Press arrow keys or green button to select a message.

· Press red button and then the left arrow key to select the data bank icon.

· Press the green button to show “COPY” 

· Press the green button again to copy the message to the data file, confirmed by “COPY OK”.

K. Edit Schedule Alarm Time

· Press the red button to icon screen, then press the right arrow button to schedule icon and press the green button to enter schedule file.

· Press arrow keys and then the green button to display a schedule.

· Press the red button and then the green button to select the edit icon & then press the green button to enter Edit mode.

· Press the arrow keys to set time & date.

· Press the green button to confirm each input, repeat the setting steps until the setting is completed and “CONFIRM” shown.

L. Delete schedule file
· Enter the schedule menu. Press the arrow keys to & then press the green button to select a file. Press the red button then the arrows to select delect one file or all files.

M. Delete data bank file

· Enter the data bank menu. Press the arrow keys & then the green button to select a file. Press the red button & then the arrows to select Delect one file or all the files.

· Press the green button to confirm.

Alarm

· Press the red button & then the right arrow key to select the Alarm icon. Press the green button to set alarm.

Set Alarm with alert

· Select the alarm number 1, 2, 3, 4, or 5 by the arrows.

· Pres the green button to start the alarm setting

· Press the arrow buttons to set ON and press the green button to confirm, use keys to set time and alert mode and tone, press green button to confirm each input.

Back Light

· LED backlight will provide a light source to the user to read your messages.

· Press the red button and hold

· The backlight will turn off manually by pressing the red button & the holding.

· Automatically off after 16 seconds.

ICON MENU FUNCTIONS

Press red button twice to enter Icon screen mode:

Public Message 

Press the right arrow to select the public message icon and press the green button to activate the public message file.

Data Bank File


Press the right arrow to select the data bank option and press the green 


Button to activate the data bank file.

Schedule File

Press the red key & then the right arrow to select the schedule icon and press the green button to activate the schedule file.

Calendar

· Press the right arrow to select the calendar icon and press the green button to activate the calendar.

· Press the arrows to select the month.

· Press the green button to read the next page.

Public Message & Private Message Alert Mode

· Press the right arrow key to select the alert mode icon and press the green button to activate.

· Press the arrow keys to select the alert mode and press the green button to confirm.

· Repeat pressing the arrow keys and the green button key to set selection of alert for private message.

· **(1-9) = User selectable Beep

· **(9-23) = User selectable Melodies

· Note- Repeat the steps to set the public alert.

Time Set / Date Format / Alert Duration Setting

(Press the arrows to select the icon for time / date and press the green button to confirm.)

Time Setting

· Press the right arrow to select the time icon and press the green button to activate the setting.

· Press the arrows to set the value and press the green button to confirm each input.

Date format

· Press the red button and then the right arrow key to select the date format icon & press the green button to activate the date format.

· Press the arrow keys to select the format and press the green button to confirm.

Alert Duration setting

· Press the arrow keys to select the alert duration setting icon and press the green button to activate the duration setting.

· Press the arrow keys to set the value and press the green button to confirm one of the following value 4 sec, 8 sec, 12 sec, 16 sec, or 20 sec.

Auto Turn On / Off

· Press the right arrow key to select the Auto Turn ON/OFF icon and press the green button to activate the Auto Turn ON/OFF mode.

· Press the arrows to select enable Auto On or disable Auto Off and press the green button to confirm.

· Press the arrow keys to set the value and press the green button to confirm each input.

Auto Silence Turn On/Off

· Press the right arrow to select the Auto Silence Turn ON/OFF icon and press the green button to activate the Auto Silence Turn ON/OFF.

· Press the arrows to select Auto Silence On or Auto Silence Off and press the green button to confirm.

· Press the arrow to set the value and press the green button to confirm each input.

Daily Alarm Mode

· Press the right arrow to select the daily alarm icon

· Select the alarm number 1, 2, 3, 4, or 5 by using the arrow keys

· Press the green button to start alarm setting.

· Press the arrows to set “On” and press the green button to confirm.

· Press the arrows to set the value and press the green button to confirm each input.

*Note: If there is a bell with NO line through it, it is on. If there is a bell with a line through it, it is off.

Font size 

· Press right arrow to select front size icon.

· Press arrow keys to select Large or Regular font sizes and press the green button to confirm.

Speed of Auto-scroll / Contrast Select

· Press the right arrow to select the auto-scroll / contrast select icon.

Auto-scroll Speed

· The user is allowed to select 13 level speed for the message 

· Press the arrows to select the speed and press the green button to confirm and to enter contrast selection mode.

Contrast Level

· The user is allowed to select 13 contrast levels on the screen

· Press the arrow buttons to select the contrast & press the green button to confirm.

Secret Lock

· Press the right arrow to select the secret icon and press the green button to activate the “Secret Lock”

Input password – 4 digit (0-9)

· Press the arrows to set each digit of password and press the green button to confirm.

Edit Password

· Press the right arrow to select the secrete icon and press the green button to display “INPUT PASSWORD”

· Press the arrows and the green button to confirm each input.

Power off

· Press the right arrow to select the Power off icon & press the green button to activate “POWER OFF”

· Press the green button to confirm.

Maintenance and Problems

· The pager is not recommended to be exposed directly under bright sunlight, rain, extreme temperature, high humidity, and water.

· Protect your pager from any damage.
